B. Franklin City Public Schools Carryover Request

City Manager Amanda Jarratt stated as you know the City has historically not approved the Franklin
Public City Schools carryover request until that audit has been received. Each year after the completion
and acceptance of the City of Franklin annual audit, Franklin City Council considers a request from
Franklin City Public Schools for the remaining funds from the previous fiscal year to be “carried over”
for use in the current fiscal year. In the request, Franklin City Public Schools had $376,384.00 of
Unassigned Fund Balance at June 30, 2022 per their audit. They have requested a Fiscal Year 2023
carryover of $321,663.00, as a result, $54,721.00 would revert to the City of Franklin.

Planning Commission

City Manager Amanda Jarratt stated the work session is with the Planning Commission. As Council is
aware the Planning Commission has been working with Ms. Beverly Walkup and Ms. Carlee Gurskiy on
analyzing the residential districts in the City of Franklin over the last few months. In the Council
packets are drafts of what the Planning Commission recommends, over time the zoning ordinances
have been amended more than what it should have been for a City of our size. What the Planning
Commission will be presenting are the recommendations to condense the residential zoning districts.
There is no anticipated action required for this work session.

Speaker Ms. Beverly Walkup, gave details about the issue with the residential zoning districts to revise
and consolidate districts based upon minimum lot area, frontage, and width and setback requirements.
The Planning Commission directed staff to look at the current eight (8) residential zoning districts for
revision and consolidation based upon existing and future development patterns. The first district
considered was the R-O zoning district, adopted by City Council on October 25, 2021. Essentially, the
consolidation of districts results into the following:

1. The R-O and the R-OA districts have been combined with the proposed changes reflected in the
R-O district and elimination of the R-OA district.

2. The R-1and R-1A districts have been combined with the proposed changes reflected in the R-1
district and elimination of the R-1A district.

3. The R-2 and R-1B and the R-UR districts have been combined for which the proposed changes
are reflected in the R-2 district and elimination of the R-1B and R-UR districts.

4. The R-3 district has revised to allow multi-family as a permitted use in addition to the other
residential use types.
5. The Residential PUD district has been revised as a Mixed-Use/Residential PUD.

Staff has also updated the definitions sections to provide additional definitions including use type
definitions for more clarity in administering the zoning ordinance. Staff will be prepared for discussion
to update City Council on proposed amendments and for joint discussion with the Planning
Commission.

2022 Annual Report

Delinquent Taxes as of
November 30,2022




» The delinquent tax amount for the City of Franklin as of November 30,
2022 is $427,135.84. This amount reflects tax years 2020 and older
for all taxes owed to the city. The last collection report dated
November 30,2021 was reported with delinquencies of $389,405.92.
This is an increase of $37,729.92. This increase is due to adding the
delinquencies for tax year 2020 as well as the effects from Covid-19.




Real Estate:

» As of November 30, 2022 there is $135,647.56 in delinquent Real Estate taxes for the
Years 2003-2020. The delinquencies consist of 81 residential, 5 multi- family, 14
commercial and 1 tax exempt for a total of 101 properties. The cumulative collection
rate for these tax years is 99.86%. The office continues to work with citizens who have
become delinquent with payment plans prior to collection actions. We currently have 8
tax payers on monthly payment plans. The office uses VEC (Virginia Employment
Commission) for employment information and attach a lien against their place of
employment based on the Code of Virginia 58.1-3919. Currently the office has about 7
wage liens.

» The Treasurer’s office continues to work with Jason A. Dunn, PLC (Tax Attorney) out of
Virginia Beach to assist in selling properties who meet the requirements for a tax sale
based on the Code of Virginia, 58.1-3965. There are currently 46 properties being
worked by Mr. Dunn’s firm. Prior to sending the file to the firm, the office has
exhausted all possible efforts with the tax payer.




Real Estate Cont...

» Prior to properties being sold at a tax sale, Mr. Dunn’s firm will enter into a
payment plan with the taxpayer. Once they enter into a plan the taxpayer
must stay current on the plan ad pay all current taxes by the due date.

» In May of 2022 we had 7 properties finalized to go to sale. Prior to the sale 2
properties were paid in full and pulled from the sale. The remaining 5 were
sold through a hybrid tax sale. All properties were sold for enough money to
pay all delinquent taxes, nuisance liens as well as the attorney fees and
auctioneer’s fees. Having a hybrid tax sale gives a wider foot print of people
bidding on the sale that other wise might not be able to make the sale in
person. All bidders must qualify prior to being able to bid on properties.




Real Estate Cont....

» After the courts approve the highest bid, funds are disbursed to the City. If
there are additional funds remaining and the property owner owes other
monies to the city, | can request for those funds to satisfy the other
delinquencies. Any remaining funds, the attorney is required to send those
funds to the Clerk of Courts for a period of two years. If no one claims the
funds the courts returns the balance to the city after the two year period.

» We are currently working on having another tax sale in the Spring of 2023.

» For the RE2021 tax year, of the 5.7 million budgeted, we have $122,299.00
uncollected, showing a 98.3% collection rate as of November 30, 2022. Any
payments paid on delinquent real estate is applied to the oldest tax first.




Personal Property:

» As of November 30, 2022 there is $273,158.32 in delinquent personal property
taxes for tax years 2014-2020. The cumulative collection rate for these years
is 98%. Since the pandemic we have resumed adding the DMV-Stops to
delinquent vehicles. This is a great tool used by Treasurer’s offices across the
state. Taxpayers cannot renew their tags until they have the Stop removed
which requires taxes to be paid. We continue to work with taxpayers on
monthly payment plans. Plans are usually made so that their taxes are
satisfied prior to the next years assessments and due date. Any and all prior
delinquent taxes must be satisfied prior to being able to make a new payment
plan. We anticipate moving forward with vehicle seizures for delinquent
taxes in the upcoming year.




Personal Property Cont...

» For PP2021 tax year, of the 2.8 million budgeted, we have $218,665.21
uncollected, showing a 92% collection rate as of November 30, 2022. DMV
Stops have been added to the vehicles that have been able to be located in
the system. The office has been short staffed since March. As of date we
have filled the 2 positions we were short. At times we were unable to
actively collect the delinquencies due to the time of training.

» Due to the Statue of Limitations as per Code of Virginia 58.1-3040, | will
requesting City Council to approve charging off personal property tax year
2014-2015 in the amount of $23,392.23. Based on years of collection
attempts, | deem these accounts uncollectable.




Meals and Lodging:

» Currently we have 3 restaurants that have delinquent meals taxes. These
accounts total $18,314.96. These are new to the City and the Commissioner
of the Revenue has informed them of the issues of not filing on time. Once
the Commissioner of the Revenue gets the information and assesses the
amount due, | will meet with the owners and explained the requirements to
them. | have all 3 restaurants on a weekly payment plan. | closely monitor
these accounts. As long as the payment plans are met no additional
collection or legal actions will be done.

» Currently there are no delinquent Lodging Taxes that have been filed with the
Commissioner of the Revenue’s office.




Business License:

» As of November 30, 2022 there is 1 delinquent business license in the amount
of $15.00. The business has been notified as well as the FBC about the
unpaid license.

In 1976 during the Centennial celebration in the City of Franklin, we, the Centennial Committee,
planted a time capsule in the city park on Clay Street and Meadow Lane. Every organization in the city
was invited to place a letter in the capsule. Mementos of the time in which we were living were chosen
by the committee and placed in the capsule prior to the presentation of the letters. | spent many hours
and made many phone calls and other contacts to make sure that every organization, business, church,
civic club, etc. was included and a representative from each was in attendance that afternoon to place
their letter in the capsule. The Franklin High School band performed and the park was filled with folks
who made a special effort to witness this much-publicized event,

It was the Centennial Committee’s decision to declare that the capsule would be opened one
hundred years {ater at the bicentennial celebration of our city. Realizing that many of our citizens today
who were here for the planting of the capsule and will remember that event, | would like for the City
Council to amend our order made in 1976. | would like to have it opened on its fiftieth anniversary in
2026. It would be appropriate then to refill the capsule with items that will tell the story of our city and
its citizens at that time. The capsule was constructed by workers at Union-Camp Corporation and
proudly presented to the committee. We, in turn, presented it to the city workers who prepared the
deep hole in the park where it was buried. At the conclusion of the ceremony that March afternoon in
1976, those city workers sealed the steel box and covered it with a plaque which reads that it is to be
opened in 2076. | hope you will honor my request for a fifty-year earlier date!

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Hunterdale Road/Delaware Road Pros and Cons for Alternatives

Alternative 1
- Alternative 1 proposes roundabouts for traffic control at both the Hunterdale Road/Country
Club intersection as well as the Hunterdale Road/Delaware Road intersection.

Alternative 1 Pros
- Improves access management along Delaware Road

- Roundabout/innovative intersection design reduces the number of conflict points at the
Hunterdale Road/Delaware Road intersection

o Enhances operational safety through the two intersections

- Roundabout at the Hunterdale Road/Country Club intersection will provide additional traffic
calming measure for northbound/southbound traffic traveling through the intersection

Alternative 3

Difference between Alternative 3 and the first two Alternatives is there is no roundabout
proposed for traffic control at either intersection. Primarily implements raised medians/islands
to better define travel lanes, access point, and intersection operations.

Alternative 3 Pros

Least expensive of the three alternatives
Shorter construction period/schedule

Enhances traffic control as well as general traffic operations and safety at the Hunterdale
Road/Delaware Road intersection

Least amount of ROW impacts and less significant impacts to surrounding area
properties/businesses

Provides better access management along Delaware Road

Does not eliminate any parking from the Church Parcel

Alternative 3 Cons

Increased number of potential conflict points compared to Alternative 1 and Alternative 2

Sustained number of movement options and/or slightly newer/different traffic control measures
may continue to lead to driver confusion

Truck left turns out of Shell southern driveway toward northbound Hunterdale Road could be
problematic without larger/softer radius

o Could increase Truck queuing at this intersection which could periodically cause
upstream blocking
